The first unit opened in
O’Hare International Airport’s Terminal 1 in February and a new location opened in November in
Terminal 3.

This rapidly
growing restaurant company, named a “2011 Hot Concept” by Nation’s Restaurant News, now
has 4 locations in Minnesota, and units in Omaha, Nebraska, and Orlando, Florida, with unit
volume averaging $6 million. The company is opening the seventh Crave location in Coral
Gables, Florida, on December 9.
